In Jesus’ teaching on communion in Mark 14:22-26 we gain
wisdom on having fellowship with the Lord. Our hope is that
this message would increase your understanding of
communion and encourage you to pursue a close relationship
with Christ.

The Passover had two primary principles:
1 —To be delivered from death.
2 — Death could come by way of a substitute.

Communion is about remembrance:

1- The Bread. Mark 14:22; 1 Corinthians 10:16

2) His presence with us:1 Corinthians 10:16b
3) Our relationship with each other:1 Corinthians 10:17
