Perspective:
Mothers rely on the Lord!

Consider these mothers found in
Scripture:

Mary—Mother of Jesus: willingness to
do whatever God asked of her even
though it would be very difficult.

Thank moms for relying on God to help
them through difficult situations.

Jochabed—Mother of Moses: Hebrews
11 tells us that she and her husband
saw their child was extraordinary and
filled with faith, and they did not fear
what the king might do to them.

Encourage women to always believe
the best about their children, live a
faith-filled life, and follow God’s voice
even when the world makes it difficult.

Elizabeth—Mother of John the Baptist:
Luke 1 shares that she was “righteous
before God.”
